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Installation Prep: 

1. Shift vehicle transmission into PARK. Turn   

ignition key to OFF position and remove 

from ignition switch.  

2. Flip up passenger seat bottom, remove 

driver’s seat and underseat storage     

compartment, then disconnect black     

negative (-) cable from battery. 

3. Gain access by removing hood and by         

removing lower grille by carefully           

depressing two tabs at top of grille, tip grille 

outward. Then lift grille out of two lower 

side tabs in upper fascia as shown. (See 

illustration 1-1). Note, bumper hidden for 

clarity.  

 

 

4. Remove upper dash cupholder by         

removing two push pin rivets as shown, 

then sliding cupholder rearward. Retain 

rivets for reinstall later. (See illustration

5. Remove the front bumper from the vehicle 

as shown. (See illustration 1-3). Remove 

nut and screw from bottom of bumper.  

Repeat for opposite side. Retain OEM 

hardware for reinstall later. (See illustration 

1-3). Note, bumper weighs                   

approximately 38 lbs. (17 kg), provide 

adequate support for bumper before 

removing final screws.

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Installation Prep (Continued): 

6. While supporting bumper, remove nut and 

screw as shown. Repeat for opposite side, 

then remove bumper and set aside. Retain 

OEM hardware for reinstall later. (See   

illustration 1-4). Note, screws pass 

through bumper support brackets, 

these brackets will be referenced in 

step 10. 

Winch Mount Options: 

7. The Kolpin winch mount 25-3400 has two 

winch mounting options. One hole pattern 

for standard width winches and one hole 

pattern for wide mount winches. A        

contactor mount also exists. 

8. If installing a standard mount winch style, 

install the winch mount plate (item #1) as 

shown. Assemble the winch to the mount 

plate using the low-profile screws (item 

#6). (See illustration 2-1).  

9. Tighten M8 fasteners to specification. 

Mount Winch Assembly to Frame: 

10. Install by hanging the hooks of the winch 

assembly on vehicle front support       

structure, centered between two bumper support brackets as noted in previous step 6. 

11. At UPPER fasteners holes, loosely install 

M10 bolts (item #3) through lock washers 

(item #5) and then REARWARD through 

winch assembly into vehicle support   

structure. Do not tighten at this step. 

12. At LOWER fastener holes, install M10 bolts 

(item #3) FORWARD through vehicle front  

support structure and winch assembly, 

then secure with M10 locknuts (item #4). 

13. Tighten all M10 fasteners to specification. 

(See illustration 2-2). Note, contactor and 

custom-trimmed wires shown, not     

included.

14. Reinstall lower grille if removed. 

15. Using OEM hardware, reinstall front 

bumper. 

16. Tighten fasteners to specification. 

Roller Fairlead Mount Options: 

17. If installing a standard mount roller fair-

lead, use the inside hole of the fairlead 

adapter (item #2) to mount the roller    

fairlead. Mount the assembly to the    

bumper as shown. (See illustration 3-1). 

18. Tighten M8 fasteners to specification. 

 

 

19. If installing a wide mount roller fairlead, 

install the assembly directly to the bumper 

without using fairlead adapter (item #2). 

Winch Cable Wrap Installation on Spool 

Drum: 

20. The winch cable or rope should be 

wrapped around the spool drum as 

shown. Spooling the cable as shown will 

prolong cable life and  enhance winch 

performance. (See illustration 4-1). 

21. Connect the hook to cable or rope by   

using hardware included in winch kit. 

Winch Wiring and Connections: 

22. Using the winch kit instructions, route and  

connect the electrical cables and        

components for the winch system. 

23. Secure all harnesses using cable ties (provided with 

winch kit) to prevent contact with hot components, 

sharp edges or moving parts. 

24. Reconnect black negative (-) cable to battery, then   

reinstall under-seat storage compartment and driver’s 

seat. Restore hood access.
